Jacob

* Name — deceiver, supplanter, a deal maker
* Had trouble with faith until the end (He 11.21)
* Rebekah’s favorite (Esau was Isaac’s favorite)

* Buys the birthright then steals the blessing

* Deceived by Laban and later by his own sons
* Covenant confirmed regarding land and seed
* Wrestles with God — name changed to Israel
